Little Organ Mass
Franz Joseph Haydn (1732 - 1809)

Haydn composed the Misso brovis 5t (Sonct]l jomnnis de Dea die Kele Orgelmesse or
"The Little Crgan Masz” in 1775 while Kappefmeister of Prince Micholaus Esterhazy's
court. I was commissioned by the Brothers Hespigallers of 5t jahn of Ged (thus its
narme, Jeanais de Deo), a religious order of lay-brothers committed to the care of the
sick and dying, for use in their hospital chapel, The Brothers specified thar the Mass
was 1o ba of modest length, and allowed for only one extended sola, the Benedictus,
for soprand and concertance organ.

In order to condense the overall length of the Mass it was necessary to reduce the
et in such a way thac the meaning and fundamental components of the Gloria
and Credo remained. Haydn aleo selected portiens of the texe, giving these to sach
vaice part within the chair, Consequently partions of the texxt are heard smultnacusly;
a centroversal move but one that enabled him o achieve the terms of the cemmission
The resultng work |3 charming. In commenting aboue Haydn's music, Maozare said
"He alene has the secret of making me smile, and touching ma to the

bottam ef my soul”.

The licde crgan that Haydn s believed ta have played and far which the work vas
intended is still housed in the Hospital chapel in Eisenstade.

Das Neugeborne Kindelein

Dietrich Buxtehude (1637-1707)

Littla is known of Buxtehude's early life ather than he probably recoived musical
instruction frem his father. He accepted positions as organist in 1657 at
Helsingbarg and in 1660 at Helsingdr, On April | |, 1668, he succeeded the
illustrious Franz Tunder to the prestigious post of organkse at St Mary's Church in
Litbeck (marrying Tunder's daughter as one of the terms of succession) and
remaingd in this post for the rest of his carees,

In 1673 Buxeehude established the famous Aberdmusiken, or evening musicals, in
5t. Mary's; they took place from 4 10 § pm. on the five Sundeys befere Chriserms,
These performancas included organ music as well as sacred werks of a dramatic
allegorical nagure for chorus, sololsts, and archedea: many of these vocal works
are now lose

It is interesting to note that in 1705 Johann Sebascan Bach at the age of 20,
jeurneyed 200 miles on foct to hear Buxtehude's music and we can only sermise
thia impact and Inflsence upon the young musician's future.

Das Meugebomne Kindelein was wrinen between 1676 and [687 especially for the
Abendmusiken. In this cantata Buoctehude sets a sexe by Cyriakus Schneegass from
a collection of secred pesery entided Sieben und Zwentzigh Mewve Geistliche
Gesenge, 1588, The text celebrates the newborn Jesus and the coming of a new
church year. The work is scored for soprane, alee, tencr, bass, three violins, violane,
and continuo, This cantata includes short phrases of unisan singing replacing

from Christmas Oratorio
Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750)

In 1723 Johann Sebastian Bach was appointed cancor at the Thomasschule
and director musices in Leipzig, where he was responsible for providing
music for use in the city's churches throughout the year. By 1730, he had
composed a serios of cantatas for use on Sundays and several settings of
the Passion story, of which anly the 5t John Passion and 5t Matthew Passlan
survive. The Christmas Oratode was performed as the “principal music’ during
the Christmas celebrations of 1734-35 in the major churches in Leipzig.

The Christmas Oratoric is divided into six parts each being a separate
cantata in the German style. Bach himself didn't adhere stricely to the
Kantate form as structured from the ltalian concepr by Buxeehude and his
contemporaries.  The first celebrates che birth of Jesus and is written for
Christras Day: Come now with Glodness and welcome the momrow. Each af
the remaining cantata celebrates events in the Christmag festival culminating
in the Feast of the Epiphany.

This evening we perform music from Part Twao of Christmas Oratarico
‘on the second day of Christmas”. The tranquillity pastoral setting where
shepherds tend their sheep is broken with a blinding light with angels telling
them of the newbarn King : Break forth, O glarious moming-ight.

One I3 left o ponder how greatly Buxtehude had Infleenced the young
Bach all those years earlier. Both had the ability and versatilicy to re-write
and re-arrange former works so that they were fic for a new purpose
every week, suitably adapted to meet the seasanal ecclesiastical demands.
Both developed the musical form of the Cantata and skilfully shaped icin a
timeless fashion that we still enjoy some 250 years later.

Andrew Smetham

Andrew receivad his early musical education (plane and argan) in Wales, After
first and higher degrees In the University of Landan he taught far 25 years in
inner Lenden comprehensive schools, starting in Wandsworth School (home of
the then Interationally fumeous Wandsworth Boys' Schoal Chair) and where he
was later headteacher for [0 years, In that capacity he was privileged to meet
regularly with the choir's first two patrons. Banjamin Bricen and Charlas Growves,
a5 well as to receive most of the leading conductors of the day when they cama
1 the school ro rehearse the choir prior to recordings and concerts throughout
Eurcpe. He sang a wide choral repertoire, studied choral craining under Russell
Burgess (assistant chorus master o the Philharmonla Chorus) and was an arganist
and choirmaster in London before moving to Wareham in 1985 to bacome
headteacher of The Purbeck School, a post from which he redred in 2002, He
has bean musical director of Wareham Choral Sociaty since Decermber 2003,

Organ Beverley Manning

Whilst at school in Kidderminster, Beverey Manning had argan lessons ac
Wercester Cathedral from David Willcocks and later Douglas Guest. Having
gained the diploma of ARCC, he won an Organ Scholarship te Dewning College,
Cambiridgn, eventually becoming a pupil of George Guest at 5t [ohn's Collega, He
chamed the degrees of MA and Mus B at Cambridge and became a Fallow of the
Raoyal Cedlege of Organists before becoming Director of Music ac Canford Schoal
in Darsec. On ratrament from teaching he took up the organ again, playing far
visiting choirs at - amangst others - Chichestar, Winchester and 5 Paul's Cathedrals
